Szeleczky Zita (Budapest, 1915 — Erd, 1999) szinészné a Szigmi macska cimd,
1943-as magyar filmvigjatékban Takécs Mancit alakitotta, aki, hogy izgalmasabbnak
tdnjon, kitaldlla magénak a félvér sziami dizéz* karaktert. Az egzotikus szépség
megformaldsahoz kapdra jon filmbeli otthona, Sarmany professzor haza és annak
berendezése, amihez a film jelmez- és diszlettervezdje, B. Kokas Klara (1907-1962)
a Hopp Ferenc Azsial MUvészeti MiUzeum szamos multargyat is felhasznalta.
A filmben megjelenitett viseletek egy része, mint példaul a magas nyakdy,
aszimmetrikus gombolasu selyemkontos és -nadrag, a kinal holgyek viseletét
juttatjak az eszlnkbe. A film tancos jelenetében a szinésznd altal viselt egzotikus
runaegyvelegben kozel-keleti, délkelet-azsial, azon belll Is inkabb kambodzsal
elemek koszonnek vissza.

Zita Szeleczky (Budapest, 1915— Erd, 1999) acted in the Hungarian film comedy
Siamese Cat In 1943, playing the role of Manci Takacs, a young woman who creates
an exciting new life for herself by pretending to be a diseuse* of mixed Hungarian
and Siamese parentage. Her home in the film, the house of a professor, provides her
with the perfect backdrop for her disquise as an exotic beauty, for it is decorated with
a wealth of Asian artworks — in fact, many of the objects in the movie were borrowed
from the Ferenc Hopp Museum of Asiatic Arts by the costume and set designer,
Kléra B. Kokas (1907—1962). The costumes seen in the film, such as the high-necked,
asymmetrically buttoned silk robe with matching trousers, recall the clothes worn
by beautiful ladies in Shanghai. In the main dance sequence of the film, Szeleczky
Is dressed In an exotic blend of Middle Eastern and Southeast Asian (Cambodian)
styles.
