Mata Hari, eredeti nevén Margaretha Geertruida Zelle (Leeuwarden, 1876 — Périzs,
1917) hollandial sziletésU tancosnd volt, aki 1905-ben a parizsi Musée Guimet-ben
tartott fogadas keretében Iépett a nagy nyilvanossag elé. A kilonleges alkalomra
a muzeum konyvtartermét indiai templomma alakitotték at, a tdncosnd ruhait maga
a muzeumtulajdonos bocsatotta Mata Hari rendelkezésére. A testet éppen csak
elfedd, a kart és a hasat szabadon hagyo ruhadarabok, a karékszerek, a fllbevalok,
a kilonleges fejdiszek és mindez egyUtt a tanccal, a korszak egzotikum iranti lelkes
érdeklddését is meglovagolta. A korabeli parizsi sajto indial hercegndként vezette be
a koztudatba Mata Harit, akinek neve maldj nyelven annyit tesz: ,a Nap szeme'.
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Mata Hari, originally named Margaretha Geertruida Zelle (Leeuwarden, 1876 — Paris,
1917), was a Dutch-born dancer who gave her first public performance in Paris
In 1905, at a special event held at the Musée Guimet. The library was decorated
to look like an Indian temple, and the owner of the museum allowed Mata Hari to
borrow clothes from his personal collection: the dancer’s costume barely covered
her body, her arms and belly were shockingly naked, and she also wore special
headdresses, earrings and bracelets. Her appearance and her dancing style exploited
the widespread, passionate interest in all things exotic. Newspapers at the time
described her as a true Indian princess, and Mata Hari (which means ‘Eye of the Day’
In Malay) became a star.
